HURRICANE EVACUATION – DAMAGE CONTROL AGENDA
Who:     Each Captain in their block.

What:    Listen, read and watch for hurricane evacuation order.

When:   When we are directed to leave the island, call your block people, assist 
 
    those who need assistance.

Where:  Advise as to where they can go as far as public shelters, encourage 
 
    others to seek out shelter wherever they desire.

Why:     The Town will issue a MANDATORY Evacuation order.  All those who intend to leave, should do so in an orderly manner, and be prepared to take whatever valuables they intend to take with them.  MANDATORY will not force those who wish to stay to evacuate.  IT WILL subject those who refuse, to arrest, if they are seen on the island anywhere.  This includes walking and/or riding.  Those staying will NOT have access to emergency medical help until it is approved by the city officials.  
DAMAGE CONTROL

If we can communicate by cell phone or land line, we can be reached to see what damage has been done.  If lines are not operable, we will not know any more than the public.  Once we are cleared to enter, we will attempt to list those homes that are affected.  This will be done by addresses and so noted and ready to advise those involved as they contact us.  We will not call all involved.  The owner will have to seek the answers to their inquiry to us, via email, phone, or cell phones.  (See emergency call list.)   Our landscape vendor will come to clean the greenery debris from streets as soon as possible.  We have contracted with Building EMT’s to be placed on their “Preferred” lists, so as to be able to clean up debris and for board-up to prevent further damage.  We will not take property from the lot or home.  Owners must notify their insurance carrier and take their directive for property protection and debris removal.  
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
